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PASTOR'S CORNER
Fr. Lou Vallone

Since the feast of the Assumption is a Sunday this
year (giving us a break from a midweek Holy Day of
Obligation) we cannot have our regularly scheduled
physical Town Hall Meeting. We will therefore use
this Pastor's Corner as a "virtual" Meeting.

1. The closing of St. John of God School with its
concomitant covenant with St. Malachy School as a
receiving school for our children is going very well.
Almost 2/3 of our students are in the process of
enrolling at St. Malachy, with a few others attending
other Catholic schools. We have transferred quite a
bit of resources to them, while retaining the
materials we need to continue our own ministries in
the Mother of Sorrows building. There are many
changes that have resulted from a sad situation that
in the future may bring many joys with God’s grace.
Remember: it is all about the kids.

2. We are working our way through the financial
repercussions to our parish. We definitely owe
$150K in back insurances, but most of the other
obligations have been fulfilled (salaries to the end of
August, etc.) It may turn out that that will be the only
loan we have to take, or we may use reserves to
cover that deficit. We will know more by December.
Also, its impact on our operating budget (increasing
it substantially) is now being assessed, but it seems
it won'’t be as bad as | originally feared.

3. The building will continue to house CCD, one
Sunday Mass, the Youth Group (which is moving to
better quarters on the third floor) and the offices of
three of our ministries. Choir rehearsals and
perhaps adult education programs during the week
such as Bible Study may be moved to the St. Mary
site. If there is any chance of recouping some
income by rentals, we will explore them, but our
ministries come first.

4. Our biggest concern now is the establishment of
the Angel Fund, which because the enrollment at
St. Malachy is twice what was expected will need to
be twice as large. You will hear more in the future,
but | figure if God made the first part of the plan so
successful, He is responsible for making the second
part equally successful. And | tell Him so with
regularity.

5. We will have to delay some of the physical work
that we had originally planned (i.e., the two new
crosses on the front steeples) for a number of

reasons. However, the Steeple Chase initiatives
have been enormously successful, covering what
was spent last year and with a good start on the
future project. Thank you and keep up the good
work.

6. We received the end of the year print out of our
finances. Although you will receive the full report in
a bulletin at the end of September, the short version
is that we functioned on a $40K deficit on paper, but
PSP overages and Steeple Chase income meant
that we covered all bills and did not have to take
any money from reserves. This is a good sign, since
we lost a lot of income and had higher bills due to
the bad winter. It seems to be a bump in the road of
our financial health, not running into a brick wall.
Again, if we stay the course and continue to do
what we have been doing, we should be OK.

7. All of our liturgical, educational, social, social
service and other ministries seem to continue to be
healthy, active, with progress being made
incrementally in each one. Short version, because
you continue to be faithful to God in your
participation in St. John of God Parish, He
continues to be faithful to us with sufficient grace.
