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PASTOR'S CORNER
Fr. Lou Vallone

"Let the Church say: amen." "Amen."
"Amen again!" "Amen!"
"AMEN AGAIN!" "AMEN!"

My parishioners for the past 30 or more years have
been used to this call and response dialogue at the
blessing at most Masses and other occasions of
public prayer. When the liturgy was reformed after
Vatican Il, an optional Solemn Blessing was added
at the end of Mass. It usually consists of a
statement of benediction by the priest in three parts,
at the end of which people were to triply respond
Amen, and then the traditional sign of the cross.
The problem was that since the words of each
invocation differed from Mass to Mass, the people
were never totally sure of their cue to respond, and
often there was a moment of awkward silence.

Having served in the African-American apostolate, |
came across the pattern of call and response in
prayer, and so | adapted it (if you prefer, baptized it
as Catholic) in my ministry of public prayer. It has
proved not only useful, but on occasion a lot of fun,
and has become almost my personal signature in
my ministry.

The word "Church" means many things in our
Catholic Christian context. We are of course aware
of Church as a building. This week at St. Catherine
we celebrate with a special Mass the erection of our
church 100 years ago: the centennial of this
structure in this place. At St. John of God, we are
deep into our "Steeple Chase" program to renovate
the unique triple steeples of St. Mary Church, a
scale model of the Cathedral of Cologne, which has
also been a house of worship for the faithful of
McKees Rocks for over 100 years. As beautiful and

important as these edifices have been, as much
loyalty and pride as they have engendered in their
proper congregations, neither the brick of St. Mary
nor the wood of St. Catherine can respond Amen! to
the call of blessing.

A second understanding of church is the
institutional organization left by Jesus to carry out
the work of bringing His Kingdom through the
sacramental and preaching ministry of the ordained.
With Peter as the first Pope, and the other apostles
as the first bishops, this apostolic succession has
endured throughout the millennia in an unbroken
line with the triple gift and duty of teaching,
governing and sanctifying God's people. Divinely
instituted, the human institution of the church has
been enfleshed in our popes and bishops. St.
Catherine is blessed to have our Ordinary, Bishop
David Zubik, with us this week to represent our
communion with the diocese and the universal
structure of our religion and denomination. St. John
of God has also in the recent past been the site of
Bishop Zubik's visits as well for confirmation and
school Masses. Our hierarchical shepherds
functioning in their sacramentaly ordained roles are
also seen and referred to as the Church. But no
institution, since they are constructs and not body-
and-soul children of God as people are, can
respond Amen! to the call of blessing.

The final, and most authentic, definition of Church is
the assembly of God's people, joined together as
the mystical Body of Christ in communal worship
that is the living Church - whether as a Parish, a
Diocese or the whole world. Only the actual throats
of human beings can raise the sound from our
earthly dwelling to the ears of God proclaiming that
we hear, receive, and accept His blessing on all our
endeavors. It is this Church, the people, who are
called upon to respond AMEN! to all of God's
blessings.
